5. Shelf life extension

(Maximum dose according to FDA notification not to exceed than 7 kGy in for food products)
6. Microorganism and Pathogen pathogen Reduction

(Maximum dose according to FDA notification not to exceed than 10 kGy in for food products)
7. Sterilization ( 10 - 50 kGy)
